The ceremonies got underway as
much pagentry as could be expected on
a warm March night in Fairbanks.

The three teams, led by an Eielson
Air Force Base cadet color guard
paraded in to the sound of recorded
march music.

Only the banners carried in front of
the teams distinguished their homes, as
competitors . traded their colorful
jackets during the light hearted last
evening.

On the stage lit by television hghts
Younker presented the Arctic Winter
Games flag to Ted Richard, president
of the non-profit corporation which
oversees the games.

“It’s been a great week, eh?”’
Richard said.

He in turn presented the flag to Mike
Ballantyne, mayor of Yellowknife,
Northwest Territories, chosen as the
1984 games’ site.

The Yukon team again took home the

Stuart M. Hodgson Award, passed to.

the team displaying the most sport-
smanlike conduct during the week.

The trophy is an etched narwhal tusk

mounted in soapstone, with a carved .

ivory bear near the top.

It was first presented by Hodgson,
commissioner of the Northwest
Territories, at the 1978 games.

Sixty ballots Friday were cast to
decide the winner. A representative of
each team in the 15 events, plus the
senior official of each event, cast
ballots. :

“I think it’s fantastic,” said Yukon

- team coach Patricia Cormie afterward.

‘“They’ve really been fantastic this
week. I’m proud of them.”’

After the ceremonies, the teams
retreated to the Alaskaland Civic
Center, where the Yukoners gathered
for a team picture and the Alaska and
Northwest teams gathered to watch.

One of the few who continued working
was Fairbanks Host Society executive
director Janet Halvarson,
systematically announcing where the
men’s volleyball teams could pick up
box lunches and how late the buses
would be running.
