to make a killing on the gold market as each cashed in their

second gold ulu in as many days to highlight a successful
day for the host contingent in day two of the Arctic Winter
Games.

From the AWG statistical reports at 6 p.m. on Tuesday, the
Yukon had counted seven gold ulus to go with seven silver
and one bronze. That left the home squad on even terms
with Alaska in the gold market (nine gold ulus). The Yukon-
ers (10 silver ulus) are leading the way. in the silver trade,
but the Americans have padded their wallets with bronze
riches. The Alaskans have 10 shares of bronze, while the
Yukon checks in with three.

Burnett (open men division) and Bell (junior men)
conquered the Mt. Mcntyre trails in the 1,500-metre
snowshoe race, while fellow Yukoners Chester Kelly
(open men), Ann Nason (open women) and Brent
Langbakk (junior men) all grabbed silver for the sec-
ond straight day, also in the 1,500 race.

Alaska’s Georgina Gustafson (open women) and
the Northwest Territories’ Jaida Green (junior
women), also doubled up on their gold stocks in
the Tuesday races, while Beth Miller, from Alaska,
made it two-for-two in silver ulus.

Greenland and Alberta each registered their
first shares on the ulu exchange in Tuesday
events.

Maliina Bitsch Abelsen staked Greenland's
first claim to gold in the Yukon by capturing
the junior girls 5-km classic cross-country:
race. Pipaluk Rosing (silver) and Sandra Ros-
ing (bronze) claimed two more spots on
the podium for the Greenlanders.

Blake Jusilla struck Alberta's first gold of
the competition by topping the field in
the juvenile boys 7.5-km biathlon event.
Alberta also reeled in three bronze:
Todd Loberg in the juvenile boys
biathlon, Kirk Loberg in the 10-km
open men’s biathlon sprint and
Corey Rowe in juvenile boys cross-
country skiing.

Alaska captured seven ulus in
the cross-country races, including
golds from John Soderstrom
(midget boys) and Gus Caterini-
chio (juvenile boys). €
The Yukon dug up three gold ulus in Tuesday’s
skiing: Doris Hausleitner (junior women), Dallas Eng (junior
men) and Renee Bertrand (midget girls).

Yukon's biathlon team
wins a gold

John Flynn and his snewshoe biathlon team added another
gold medal to the Yukon's standing after winning the 4 x 3 km
open team event.

Flynn with team members Laurie Jacobson, Debbie Supple
and Kevin Anderson beat out the Northwest Teritories by six
minutes and forty five seconds.

“The NWT gave us a run for the money,” said Flynn, who fin-
ished the race for team Yukon.

“Real good, it was close,” said Flynn describing the race
