available space in the gym
and on the stage — helped
to pysch him up for the
record-tying performance.

“When the crowd is si-
lent and the little kids are
watching you, it gives you
an extra lift. I couldn't kick:
that high in an empty
room," he says.

Armed only with a
sweater, a windbreaker
and long coffee breaks,
Fort Smith artist Sonny
MacDonald has finished
two huge snow sculptures
— which he designed —
for the opening of Knifee
Square.

The first sculpture, a
five-foot high, 3C-foot
long wall, has the word
“Knifee” carved out in big
block letters at the en-
trance to City Hall.

MacDonald says the
sculpture took him about
eight hours to complete.

The second sculpture, a
three dimensional version
ofthe Gameslogo, started
with a block of snow eight
feetby eightfeetby 10 feet
high.

“Honorable mention to
the Yellowknife Correc-

tional Centre yard crew.
They helped me greatly,”
says MacDonald.

The YCC crew construct-
ed the boxes in which the
snow was packed in
preparation for carving.

The second sculpture
consists of three six-foot
high ulus leaning in toward
each other at a 60 degree
angle.

The blades — each
seven feet wide —reston
the snow base with the ulu
handles coming together
to touch at the top. The
sculpture is crowned with
a torch also carved of
SNOW.

Both the ulus and the
“Knifee” sculpture were
topped off with a glaze of
water to keep them hard
and polished.

“Everyyearthey feature
a country, province, orter-
ritory to do a major snow
sculpture as the cen-
trepiece for the festival)”
says MacDonald.

In 1989 Winterlude or-
ganizers invited a team
from the N.WT. to carve
the centrepiece. The five
member team of Dene,
Metis and Inuit carvers
created a piece titled
“Naming this Land.”

In February 1990, Soviet
carvers were invited to
sculpt the centrepiece but
at the last minute they
were unable to attend,
says MacDonald.

The Winterlude organiz-
ers called him and asked if
he would return with a
team to carve another
sculpture.

“They said thatofthe 11
they had had in the fes-
tival, ours was the best
they'd ever seen;’ says
MacDonald.

So MacDonald, along
with artists Dolphus
Cadieux and Wesley

Heron, created ‘“The
Vanishing Environment:
Land, Air and Water:’

The sculpture consisted
of an eagle with a wing-
span of32 feetand a head
which was four feet wide
and five feet long.

Representing the air, the
eagle topped the sculp-
ture, the tips of its wings
becoming a waterfall
under which lay snow-
carved rocks, representing
land.

“There were four sets of
waterfallsin the four direc-
tions of the wind and the
eagle’s wings blended with
the water in such a way
that the eagle was protect-
ing the vanishing environ-
ment,” explains Mac-
Donald.

What gained the three
carvers even more public-
ity was that Winterlude or-

ganizers had them labelled
as Inuit carvers.

“Their mistake worked
to our advantage,” says
MacDonald, adding they
received coverage from
the Toronto Sun, Mac-
Leans magazine over the
mix-up.

“| asked them (organiz-
ers) how they could mis-
take us for Inuit with
names like Cadieux, Mac-
Donald and Heron.”

MacDonald works
fulltime for the Depart-
ment of Renewable
Resources. He is also a
board member for the
N.WT. Native Arts and
Crafts Society and teaches
carving at Fort Smith
schools and Arctic College.

He says he hopes to
have an exhibit of his latest
workin Yellowknife some-
time in May. :

There were two major events in the Nor-
thwest Territories during 1970...

The first was the centennial of the
N.W.T. The other was. the first Arctic
Winter Games held in Yellowknife.

The first is, unfortunately, long gone.
The second is getting bigger and better
every year.

Could
a city of 5,000 handle an influx of over
1,000 athletes and officials — and do a
good job? You betcha...

Over 500 volunteers did the bulk of the
work and almostevery otherresident gave
financial and moral support in a truly
magnificant effort.

Federal, territorial and municipal finan-
cial'assistance made the dollar load much
easier.

The combination of government sup-
port and total community involvement
paved the way for this and future games.

The city rocked for six full days. The
festivities led off with a parade of athletes
— outdoors! Prime Minister Trudeau,
cabinet ministers, senators and other VIPs
were in attendance and stayed around for
a few days...

The weather cooperated; temperatures
during the week ranged from five below
to 20 above. Beer was 65 cents a bottle,
meals at our few restaurants were
reasonably priced, and most of the church
organizations set up additonal eating

l.ouses. The Holy Trinity Church called
their eatery “The Holy Hash House.”
World champion figure skater Petra

Burka added new dimensions to the silver

blades and 60 accredited correspondents
covered the actitivies.

But, allin all, itwas the athletes from the
Yukon, Alaska and N.W.T. that made the
Games really work.

Sportsmanship was at the highest level
and the '70 games marked the beginning
of friendships which have remained to this
day...

The N\W.T. finished in first place with
661 points, Alaska was second with 529
points, while the Yukon came third with
410 points.

The N.W.T. won 35 gold ulus, 16 silvers
and 57 bronze. Alaska collected 21 gold,
16 silvers and 23 bronze. The Yukon had
seven gold, 22 silver and 17 bronze.

In 1972, the Yukon usurped the N.W.T.
for first place with 38 points. Alaska was
second with 37 points, the N.W.T.
finished in third place with 317 points

while a newcomer, Arctic Quebec, was

fourth with 8 points.

Alaskawon 49 gold ulus, 43 silvers and
27 bronze. Yukon claimed 25 gold, 31
silver and 24 bronze. The N.W.T. came
away with 25 gold, 20 silver and 24
bronze. Quebec’s first trip to the games
resulted in one gold and two silvers.

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Blue skies, light winds for marathon

Five skiers set off on a
two-day, 170-kilometre
ski marathon yesterday
morning under blue skies
and little wind.

“The weather’s perfect,
couldn't be better,’ says
N.WIT. competitor Chris
Shank. There are two
marathoners from Alaska
and the NWT. and one
from the Yukon.

The course is flat since
much of the trail is across
lakes. Skiers go to Prelude
Lake, about 40 kilometres
out, and return to Yel-
lowknife.

At night they camp out
under the stars and repeat
the route the next day.

Why do these competi-
tors put themselves
through this gruelling two
day race? “I'm asking my-
selfright now;" says Shank.
“] think it's a personal
thing. If you win, that's
nice, but | think it's just to
see how well you can do
for yourself:

“I like long distances,’
says Yukon skier Tom
Fairman.

The knapsack must
weigh 10 kilograms when
they return the second
day. Fully loaded, Shank’s
weighs about 12 kilo-
grams.
